Topic 1: What’s that sound?
- Identify how sounds are made
- Recognise that vibrations from
a sound travel through a medium
to the ear.

- Patterns between the pitch of
a sound and features of the
object that produced it
- Find patterns between the
volume of a sound and the
strength of the vibrations that
produced it.

- Identify the part played by
evaporation and condensation in
the water cycle and associate
the rate of evaporation with
temperature.
